No transcript is required, however the student's classroom performance and GPA may be addressed if you feel it is commendable.  Students who have applied for PRPS Conference Scholarships may be submitted for this award as well.  
Presentation of the award will take place at the PRPS Conference Awards Banquet on Tuesday, March 20, 2012 at the Seven Springs Resort and Conference Center, Champion, PA.
